HEART FOR SERVICE

Something that makes Burleson special is our Day of Thanks and Giving. It is the
Sunday before Thanksgiving and is our big mission Sunday. All funds donated on
this day go to local, regional & global mission works. In 2023, the goal was set at
$650,000, but the final total given amounted to $775,919.

We also have an annual “Pack the Pulpit” event. We collect certain foods that are
needed to fill the shelves at our local community service center.

BCOC Serves is a Saturday set aside in the spring to complete service projects
within the community as a church family.

During the Holidays we collect food to provide Thanksgiving and Christmas baskets
to families in need throughout our community. We also provide gift cards for
Christmas gifts to families with children.

Each year, there are also several mission trip opportunities for all ages. We send at
least two groups to Mision Para Cristo in Nicaragua each year.
